 3. Warren County Fair Code of Ethics must be 
followed. 
 4. Specific guidelines for classes will be available 
from the committee chair upon request and a copy 
will be provided in the exhibitor’s packet. 
 5. Proper attire is required in all classes, see class 
guidelines. 
 6. All equipment (halter, harness, cart, saddle, etc.) 
must be well fitted and safe for animals and 
exhibitors alike. 
 7. The judge’s decision is final and exhibitors are 
not to approach the judge with questions until the 
show’s conclusion Thursday. 
 8. All trailers will be parked in an area so 
designated by the Fair Board. 
 9. Section 6 and Section 7 are open to grade and 
registered Ponies and Miniature Horses 
respectively. 
10. Equines shown in Section 6 and Section 7 
cannot be shown in any other Department. 
11. A Copy of current CVI and Registration Papers 
(if applicable) must be provided to a committee 
member by Tuesday of the fair.  
12. No equine shall be entitled to a premium or 
placings  unless serviceably sound as determined 
by the Judge or Barn Committee. 
13. No equine showing clinical signs of any 
contagious or infectious disease will be admitted to 
any show. (SEE HEALTH RULES) 
14. Any equine may be subject to blood test at the 
discretion of the barn committee. 
15. Stalls are assigned at the discretion of the 
committee. Stall assignments will be available upon 
arrival at the fairgrounds. 
16. Stalls must be stripped (outside and inside) and 
all staples from decorations removed prior to 
departure at the fair’s completion. 

17. Each equine must have an Exhibitor/Animal 
Name Card displayed on their stall. The card shall 
remain on the stall until the equine is removed 
from the Fairgrounds. 
18. Miniature Horses must be 38” or under to 
qualify to exhibit at the Fair in all performance and 
halter events. 
19. Ponies must be over 38” but no taller than 56” 
to qualify to exhibit at the Fair in all performance 
and halter events. 
20. The committee reserves the right to measure 
any equine of questionable height. If an equine is 
found to be over the allowable height, the equine 
will be disqualified and not allowed to exhibit or 
collect premiums. 
21. All registration papers must be up to date and 
current.  If papers are not up to date and current, 
the animal can be exhibited in the unregistered 
division but MUST be measured.  
22. All equines entered must compete and be 
shown in halter class.  
23.It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to be ready for 
their classes, have proper and safe equipment, and 
dress appropriately for all classes. 
24. Exhibitors are to handle animals in a safe and 
respectful manner to ensure the safety of others, 
themselves, and the animals. 
25. The committee reserves the right to ask for any 
unmanageable equines to be returned to the barns 
or removed from the Fairgrounds at any time. 
26. Stallions over 1 year to be exercised and/or 
shown by a person over the age of 18 years old as 
of January 1st of current year. 
27. Any class deemed too large to be shown safely 
may be split, or a class too small can be combined 
and judged separately. 
28. Exhibitors must show with the back number 
provided. No number or wrong number may be 
disqualified. 
29. Tack changes must be requested 2 classes in 
advanced at the announcer’s booth.
